Costume Information
The Costume Co-ordinators are your contacts for information on costume requirements.  They will liaise between Wardrobe and Choreographers to help you with your costumes. They will keep a record of costumes borrowed from Wardrobe. The Co-ordinators for each number are listed above. If you do not know who they are, ask at the Club desk.  
This year it will not be possible to give out individualised costume requirement sheets for each skater. Therefore you need to contact your co-ordinators as soon as possible to find out what is required for each number that you are skating in.  Watch out for information from them either on the web-site or the notice board to tell you when costumes are being handed out or discussed. 

Please note that wherever possible, we aim to provide costumes free of charge. However, this is not always possible and often skaters are asked to provide all or part of a costume for a role. It may be that you will be asked to provide costumes for your roles when your friends aren’t. We do appreciate that this can seem very unfair and we do apologise for this. Main and featured roles are always responsible for supplying their own costumes. 

Any costumes borrowed from Wardrobe must be returned after the show in the same condition that they were lent.  Any damage or losses must be replaced.
